Abstract: The purpose of the study is to substantiate and present the results of monitoring the quality of the organiza-
tion of civic education in the formation of Russian civic identity of schoolchildren in the context of a system-activity
approach. The article presents the rationale for a program for monitoring the quality of organizing the formation of
Russian civic identity of schoolchildren in the context of a system-activity approach. The scientific novelty of the study
lies in the fact that the criteria for the formation of Russian civic identity of schoolchildren are substantiated in the con-
text of the system-activity approach, which are the components of the functional structure of this phenomenon: cogni-
tive-semantic (recorded as the level of knowledge that is the basis for the formation of value orientations); emotional-
value (assessed as the level of acceptance of value priorities); activity level (diagnosed as the level of distribution of a
group of negative and positive manifestations in practical activities and social interactions). As a result of the study, it
was established that monitoring the quality of the organization of civic education in the formation of Russian civic iden-
tity of schoolchildren at the municipal level from the standpoint of a system-activity approach includes two tracks:
TRACK 1: formation of value orientations of students; TRACK 2: prevention of destructive behavior of students. TRACK
1 “Formation of value orientations of students” includes the criteria: formation of value orientations related to human
life, health and safety; the formation of value orientations in the field of social interaction; formation of value orienta-
tions of personal development. TRACK 2 “Prevention of destructive behavior of students” includes the criteria: identifi-
cation of social risk groups among students; taking into account students with destructive manifestations; quality of
prevention of destructive behavior of students.
