Abstract: As a result of socio-economic growth, there is a significant increase in the formation of solid waste, which can
lead to depletion of resources and deterioration of the environmental situation. The solution to the problem lies in the
relatively recently proposed concept of a closed-loop economy [1], which determines the current relationship between
economic growth, environmental degradation and resource consumption (reuse, recycling, recuperation [2]). In the
construction industry, the production of binders and the transportation of primary aggregates are currently associated
with significant environmental pollution. As a result, serious measures are being taken to replace such components with
more environmentally friendly and potentially cheaper materials. According to data provided by the German company
«Statista», specializing in consumer and market data, in 2018, the total volume of glass production worldwide amount-
ed to about 128,5 million tons, while about 27 million tons were recycled, with tar glass accounting for the highest re-
cycling rate - 32% [3]. Accordingly, there is a growing number of studies that would help to find more and more ways
to effectively use recycled glass. One of the most promising is the use of cullet as an environmentally friendly replace-
ment for Portland cement (with a particle size of less than 100 pm) or a fine aggregate (with a particle size of less than

Along with the physical examination, a surgical plan is drawn up to examine the patient using the equip-
ment necessary to make an accurate diagnosis.
