By forming an investment plan for the development of the territory, a strategy for its develop-
ment is formed. A management decision in this direction is the development of a master plan for the municipality, by
this potential investors have the opportunity to determine options for locating production facilities, the level of equip-
ment of the territories, etc. The article presents the experience of developing a similar plan for one of the cities of the
Sverdlovsk region. The decision of the authorities of this municipality was to change the boundaries of land intended for
industry. Through this method, the municipality has the opportunity to become more attractive for investment com-
pared to the nearby administrative center. The purpose of the article is to develop the authors definition of investment
policy. The authors present investment policy as a set of measures aimed at increasing the competitiveness of a munic-
ipality by harmonizing the operating conditions of economic entities, attracting additional funds (financial, labor) to the
territory in order to improve the quality of life of the population.

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author identifies the existing shortcomings in terms of compliance with this balance. The author draws attention to the
fact that the priority of fiscal objectives often leads to excessive administrative pressure on business, while the
measures of tax incentives for entrepreneurial and investment activity are not applied effectively enough. This leads to
the fact that taxpayers find themselves in a situation where their legal rights and interests are infringed, and the tax
burden becomes excessive. As ways to solve the problem, the author proposes a number of directions for improving
the legal regulation of tax relations. First, it is the establishment of clear and transparent criteria for granting tax incen-
tives. It is necessary to move away from the practice of granting individual benefits and move to a categorical ap-
proach, in which benefits will be available to all taxpayers who meet certain criteria. Secondly, an important direction is
to ensure the stability of tax legislation, which will allow businesses to work in conditions of greater certainty and pre-
dictability. Thirdly, there is a need to simplify tax administration, reduce administrative costs and barriers for taxpay-
ers. Fourthly, it seems promising to expand the practice of tax treaties as a form of harmonization of interests of the
state and business. Finding a balance of public and private interests is the key to creating a favorable business and
investment climate, growth of entrepreneurial activity, increase in tax revenues to the budget. The author not only
states the existing problems, but also proposes specific measures to address them, which are systemic in nature and
affect various aspects of taxation. Their implementation will contribute to the establishment of an optimal balance of
public and private interests in the tax sphere increase the efficiency and fairness of taxation.
