The scientific novelty
lies in the development of an original management model based on the creation of three thematic tourism and recrea-
tion clusters ("Tambov Manor", "Taste of Tambov", "Reserved Tambov"), adapted to the specifics of dispersed re-
sources in an agricultural region.

Abstract: The relevance of the study is driven by the profound transformation of the global eco-nomic architecture,
where sanctions restrictions and digital transformation create the conditions for a revision of economic relations and
traditional approaches to small business management in a changing external environment. The purpose of this article is
to identify effective adaptation mechanisms for small businesses in the new economic reality and to develop a compre-
hensive system of measures to enhance their resilience. The research methods include comparative analysis of statisti-
cal data for 2022-2024, monitoring of 150 small manufacturing enterprises, in-depth interviews with business owners,
and regression analysis of factors for successful adaptation. Scientific novelty consists in the development of an authors
system of criteria for assessing the adaptation potential of small enterprises and in establishing the relationship be-
tween the level of digital maturity of business processes and the effectiveness of adaptation to sanctions restrictions.

Abstract: The article examines the process of integrating financial literacy components into the professional training
system for economists as a response to the challenges of the modern economic environment. The systemic role of fi-
nancial literacy, which goes beyond applied skills and represents a comprehensive competence combining cognitive,
activity-based and value-motivational components, is substantiated. The analysis of educational programs of leading
Russian economic universities revealed a significant imbalance between theoretical training and the formation of practi-
cal skills in financial management. It was found that only 35% of the reviewed programs contain full-fledged modules
aimed at developing personal and corporate financial planning skills, while 70% of the study time is allocated to mas-
tering theoretical disciplines. Based on a comparative study of domestic and international experience, a structural and
functional model for the formation of financial literacy is proposed, implemented through project-based analytical semi-
nars, digital simulators and case studies.It has been proven that the implementation of this model contributes to an
increase in the level of professional competence of future economists by 25-30%, and also enhances their competitive-
ness in the global labor market. The research results are of practical value for developers of educational standards,
teachers of economic disciplines and university administrations. The implementation of the model involves the creation
of financial competence centers at universities that coordinate interaction with relevant employers. This approach
demonstrates its effectiveness in the context of digital transformation of the economy and helps to adapt educational
programs to the requirements of professional standards.

Abstract: This academic year, our university is participating in a pilot project to optimize the educational process,
where lectures in several first-year courses have been converted to online lectures. Among the courses converted to
online lectures is "Human Anatomy." The aim of this study was to examine the impact of replacing traditional lectures
on student learning of "Human Anatomy." The survey revealed that approximately half of first-year students (42.5%)
had never accessed the Moodle e-learning system to view video lectures on the course. Only 19.4% of first-year stu-
dents use recorded video lectures as a source of information when preparing for classes. Furthermore, approximately
75% of first-year students would prefer traditional lectures to online lectures.
