Abstract: The article is devoted to the study of the features of the functioning and development prospects of the inter-
national transport corridor (ITC) "North-South" as a strategic element of international trade and economic integration
in Eurasia.

Abstract: The article presents a comparative analysis of the norms of the criminal legislation of the Russian Federation
and the Republic of Belarus in the part concerning the legal regulation of the institute of offsetting the time of the
served measure of restraint in the term of punishment. Such a legal instrument is of great importance, since it allows,
when passing a sentence, to take into account the time during which a person was restricted in rights in order to en-
sure criminal proceedings. The legal systems of Russia and the Republic of Belarus, despite their similarity, due to the
historically established unity of approaches to the regulation of criminal legal relations, have certain differences that
require scientific analysis. The conducted comparative legal analysis showed that the differences between them consist,
first of all, in the rules determining the offset of types of preventive measures, types of measures of state coercion,
when assigning which the court offsets the term of the served measure of restraint, as well as in determining the coef-
ficients determining the ratio of the term of the measure of restraint and the term of punishment when applying the
relevant institute.

Abstract: The article considers organizational and economic mechanisms for increasing the efficiency of sugar beet pro-
duction in the context of the need for sustainable development and resource conservation. The main attention is paid to
a comparative analysis of traditional and integrated models of production organization. It is shown that the integration
of stages of the production and logistics chain (from growing raw materials to processing) ensures a decrease in losses
during storage and transportation, an increase in yield and an increase in profitability. A review of scientific approaches
to managing production costs and technological processes is conducted, based on the works of domestic and foreign
researchers. Based on the analysis of data from the Central and Southern Federal Districts, key cost items that deter-
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mine the cost of sugar beet are identified: seeds, mineral fertilizers, fuel and lubricants, wages and transportation
costs. The influence of various cost accounting methods, including the traditional system, cost center costing, is con-
sidered. The results showed that the use of progressive cost management methods can reduce the cost by 6-11%
compared to the baseline. The work emphasizes that in order to ensure sustainable development of the industry, it is
necessary to comprehensively implement resource-saving technologies, improve strategic planning methods and in-
crease the investment activity of farms. The scientific novelty of the study lies in substantiating the integration model
as the most promising for increasing the efficiency of the sugar beet subcomplex. The practical significance of the work
lies in the possibility of using the presented analytical materials in developing modernization programs and develop-
ment strategies for agro-industrial complexes.

Abstract: The paper is devoted to the discussion of the current stage of the interpenetration of free will and artificial
intelligence (AI).

“free will is there — no.” In connection with the problem of choice, the article considers three points of view on free will:
1) there is no free will, 2) there is free will, 3) how is free will possible? The first point of view on free will involves the
construction of a social structure in which the main person involved is the human body. In the future, the human body
will receive optimal digital support, which will provide artificial intelligence in the face of such digital giants as Google,
Facebook (the organization is recognized as extremist and banned in the Russian Federation), Amazon, etc. (Yandex,
VKontakte, Yandex Market, etc.). The second point of view on free will is extremely undesirable in its extreme manifes-
tations in the digital society that is actually being built. Finally, the third point of view on free will states a permanent
choice in the bundle “there is no free will”, which cannot cease as long as there is a global social dynamic.

Abstract: This work was carried out with the aim of improving the educational and training process in the development
of speed and strength abilities among athletes of submariners by the method of circular training on land. Materials and
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methods: Scuba divers (40 people) participated in the study. All athletes were conditionally divided into two groups of
20 people: group A - athletes engaged in the experimental group, group B - athletes engaged in the control group: the
method of estimating time indicators on control tests, the method of mathematical statistics. Results: Comparison of
the test results of the experimental and control groups in the tested exercises shows that the experimental group sig-
nificantly surpassed the control group in speed and strength exercises. Also, the athletes of the experimental group
have higher results at the end of the sports season in sprint distances of 50 and 100 meters swimming in flippers than
the athletes of the control group. This indicates a greater effectiveness of the experimental program for the develop-
ment of speed and strength qualities than the program that was used in the control group. Conclusion. The correlation
analysis conducted by us of the dependence between the sports result (the best result in the season in the 50 and 100
meters distance) and the results of passing the control standards on land showed a strong degree of dependence. This
suggests that the use of the circular training method on land in the training of underwater swimmers has proven to be
effective and can be recommended for widespread use in practical work.
