Abstract. The article presents a comparative analysis of institutional mechanisms supporting composers in the Russian
Federation using the creative commission program “Notes and Quotas” as a case study. It examines the legal aspects
of the implementation of authors rights within grant programs, including issues of the authors legal status (Art. 1255 of
the Civil Code of the Russian Federation) and the specific features of allocating state support resources. As an alterna-
tive, the article proposes a model of network-based dissemination of musical works through the philharmonic infra-
structure based on direct licensing agreements (Art. 1286 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation). Drawing on em-
pirical data from the authors practical experience of introducing her own musical works into civil circulation (2010-
2025), the study substantiates the economic efficiency of the model of “small licensing royalties x multiple perfor-
mances” compared to one-time grant payments. It is established that individual rights management ensures the reali-
zation of the authors constitutional right to work and remuneration, provides sustainable monetization of repertoire,
and creates conditions for the formation of childrens repertoire and the cultivation of a culturally educated audience.
The article formulates recommendations for improving sectoral support mechanisms, including the development of legal
culture within the professional community, legislative recognition of the composers right to performance within the
philharmonic network, and the creation of experimental legal regimes for testing new models of interaction between
authors and concert organizations.

Abstract: Geopolitical instability and the transformation of foreign economic relations actualize the issues of ensuring
food security both at the federal and regional levels.

macro-, and meta-economic) and through an analytical case study. Methodology: This article utilizes methods of sys-
tems analysis (to examine the relationships between organizational management components and the external envi-
ronment), comparative analysis (to compare theoretical approaches and literature), and synthetic analysis (to summa-
rize results and draw conclusions). A review of international literature published between 2017 and 2025 was conduct-
ed, with a particular emphasis on Russian and Latin American sources, including examples of analytical case studies in
the Cuban context. Selection criteria included thematic relevance to process integration and competitive advantage
management in organizations. To interpret the relationship between internal and external factors in the formation of
competitive advantage, a four-level systems approach (micro-, meso-, macro-, and meta-economic) was used, allowing
for an analysis of competitiveness from the company level to the countrys development model. Results: The theoretical
analysis confirms that, in modern conditions, competitive advantage arises not through individual improvements, but
as a systemic result of integrated process management. It has been established that organizational capabilities are
critical to improving or-ganizational performance, and competitive advantage is built on this foundation. Furthermore, it
is clear that it is in business processes that all the transformations that lead to value creation and dif-ferentiation for
the provision of high-quality services occur. Technology acts as a multiplier of competitive advantage but requires the
integration of existing organizational capabilities (COTD model). Moreover, the functional, strategic, regulatory, and
technological alignment of business processes can partially mitigate external constraints. Conclusions: A thematic re-
view of international literature allowed us to synthesize thirteen recurring themes (Table 2), such as process optimiza-
tion and strategic alignment, the effectiveness of which depends on their systemic integration into business processes
to create competitive advantage. This confirms that in the face of functional fragmentation and constraints (e.g., sanc-
tions against the state-owned aviation company), alignment is achieved by prioritizing the integration of business pro-
cesses over individual improvements.

Abstract. The relevance of the study is due to the fact, that the use of artificial intelligence technologies in diagnostics
has become an objective reality. On the one hand, technologies of artificial intelligence were designed to make complex
psychological phenomena easier and more accessible for perception, and, on the other hand, data verification is re-
quired to make up a conclusion on each respondent from the perspective of a teacher-psychologist. The purpose of the
researcher was to substantiate the relevance of the study of psychological and psychophysiological indicators of future
specialists in physical culture and sports, using artificial intelligence technologies. The diagnostic complex "NS-
Psychotest 2.0" was implemented during the study, and designed to determine the key psychological and psychophysi-
ological indicators of a personality. During the pilot study, the following diagnostic methods "Memory for Images" and
"Express Health Questionnaire-12" were used. Those diagnostic methods were chosen due to the fact, that health was
the basis for the successful development of the professional career of future specialists in the field of physical culture
and sports, while training of a short-term visual memory was necessary for them to successfully memorize and repro-
duce visual information that was important in sports activities. The pilot study involved 24 high and intermediate level
professional badminton athletes. As significant results of the study, the following can be distinguished: First, all re-
spondents are being distinguished by a sufficient high level of health and the quality of life. The presence of serious
physical and psychological injuries of the respondents was not detected. Secondly, statistically significant differences in
the volume of visual memory and the degree of forgetfulness of the respondents were largely due to the badminton
level of mastery. The higher was the badminton level, the greater was the amount of visual memory among the re-
spondents and lower was their degree of forgetfulness.

Abstract: This article examines the admissibility and evidentiary value of graphical symbols (emoji) in Russian arbitra-
tion proceedings. The relevance of this study is underscored by the increasing integration of electronic correspondence
into the business practices of economic entities and the current absence of a uniform judicial approach to evaluating
such evidence. The authors analyze the provisions of the Arbitral Procedure Code of the Russian Federation governing
the admissibility of "other documents and materials," alongside the relevant norms of the Civil Code of the Russian
Federation concerning implied (conclusive) actions as a form of contract acceptance. Based on an analysis of three case
studies from the practice of first-instance and appellate commercial courts, the authors identify three primary judicial
approaches to resolving such disputes: the liberal approach, the conservative approach, and the contextual approach.
The study concludes by arguing for the necessity of issuing formal clarifications from the supreme judicial instance.
Furthermore, the authors propose that, as an interim measure to ease disputes within contractual relations, parties
should explicitly define the rules for using such symbols in their agreements.

Abstract: The issues of protecting buildings and structures from vibration impact of underground transport are consid-
ered.
