Abstract: The article examines problematic aspects of the evolution of the international legal personality and juridical
personality of Germany in the 19th-20th centuries. The work consistently analyzes the key stages of German state-
hood: from the dissolution of the Holy Roman Empire of the German Nation and the formation of the Confederation of
the Rhine and the German Confederation (early 19th century) through the creation of the North German Confederation
and the German Empire (1871) to the Weimar Republic, the National Socialist state, the period of separate existence of
the FRG and the GDR (1949-1990), and the reunification of Germany in 1990. Special attention is paid to the legal
mechanisms that accompanied the change of forms of statehood: state succession, continuity, the change of the states
juridical personality, and the loss and restoration of sovereignty. Based on the analysis conducted, the author con-
cludes that at most critical historical junctures, there occurred not merely a change of political regime, but a profound
transformation of international legal personality, in a number of cases accompanied by a break in continuity and the
emergence of new subjects of international law.

Abstract: This article examines current issues of legal regulation and the use of electronic evidence in Russian criminal
proceedings. The author analyzes the doctrinal debate between «conservative» and «innovative» approaches to defin-
ing the nature of digital data. Based on an analysis of the judicial practice of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federa-
tion, the author identifies shortcomings in the existing legal framework, in particular, the fragmentation of rules on
electronic storage media and the unjustified nature of their selective application to certain categories of crimes. The
paper substantiates the need to move from a «material» model of perceiving digital information to its recognition as an
independent, intangible object in the virtual environment. Using the inductive method, the author proposes and argues
her own definition of «electronic evidence» for implementation in Article 5 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Rus-
sian Federation, and also formulates criteria for its admissibility and authenticity. It is concluded that systemic reform
of criminal procedural legislation in this area is an objective condition for ensuring the effectiveness of justice in the
context of digital transformation.

Abstract. The question of the essence of human rights is central to jurisprudence, political science, and philosophy, and
for centuries scholars have debated the nature of these rights. In modern science, several major theoretical approaches
have emerged that explain the origin, content, and limits of human and civil rights in different ways. The relevance of
this research is due to the lack of a unified understanding of the essence of human and civil rights in contemporary
legal science, which gives rise to a multiplicity of theoretical approaches. A comprehensive analysis of these approaches
is necessary to develop a methodological framework that allows overcoming the gap between the formal legal recogni-
tion of rights and their implementation under conditions of possible restrictions. The aim of this research is to analyze
theoretical approaches to defining the concept of "human and civil rights" and its essence. Firstly, we examined key
definitions of the concept of "human and civil rights." Secondly, we determined the essence of human and civil rights.
Thirdly, we examined the concept of three generations of human and civil rights and their classification. Fourthly, we
determined the role of the court in cases of restricting human and civil rights in order to ensure national security. Re-
search methods: theoretical analysis of methodological literature, empirical methods, methods of multidimensional sta-
tistical analysis. As a result of the research, we came to the following conclusions: rights are opportunities for an indi-
vidual to perform certain actions, enshrined in legal norms and legally guaranteed by the state; the restriction of con-
stitutional rights of citizens must meet the requirements of justice, proportionality, and constitutionally established
goals.

Abstract: The article discusses current issues in the investigation of criminal cases related to the financing of terrorism,
which, due to their high level of latency, the use of modern financial technologies, and the active opposition of interest-
ed parties, have become global in nature. The authors analyze the tactical features of key investigative actions, such as
the examination and seizure of electronic media (with a focus on surprise, the involvement of an IT specialist, and the
use of "Live Forensics"), the interrogation of witnesses and suspects (including psychological techniques and the "doc-
umentary attack" method), and the acquisition of access to bank secrecy. Special attention is paid to the investigators
interaction with Rosfinmonitoring and the Interdepartmental Center for Combating Money Laundering as a way to over-
come bureaucratic barriers and accelerate the investigation. The article substantiates the conclusion that the effective
detection of crimes of this category is impossible without a comprehensive analysis of digital traces, financial data, and
competent investigative tactics aimed at forming an unbroken logical chain of evidence.

Abstract: This article examines the current scientific and practical issue of delineating the powers of appellate and cas-
sation arbitration courts in establishing the factual circumstances of a case. The authors examine the phenomenon of
«procedural revisionism,» in which district cassation courts, contrary to the mandatory requirements of procedural law,
conduct a covert re-evaluation of evidence under the guise of reviewing the legality of judicial decisions. Drawing on
the practice of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation, the unjustified supplementation of the evidence base
through the mechanism of overturning judicial decisions is criticized. Criteria for distinguishing between legal and fac-
tual assessments are proposed, including the «manifest error» standard and the principle of procedural estoppel.
Amendments to the Arbitration Procedure Code of the Russian Federation and clarifications from the Plenum of the Su-
preme Court of the Russian Federation aimed at strengthening the principle of legal certainty are formulated.

Abstract: The article is devoted to the analysis of current trends in countering the financing of terrorism and extrem-
ism. The author substantiates the need to switch from a reactive model of law enforcement (responding to a crime that
has already been committed) to a proactive system aimed at preemptively identifying and blocking the financial chan-
nels of terrorist organizations. The work identifies two interrelated groups of measures: preventive measures
(strengthening financial monitoring, combating the use of "drop cards" and anonymous wallets, controlling cross-border
transactions, and the preventive work of Rosfinmonitoring) and measures aimed at improving investigations (develop-
ing standard investigative versions, introducing forensic models of terrorist financing, and adapting methods to new
legislative realities). Special attention is paid to the analysis of recent regulatory changes in 2025-2026, including Fed-
eral Law No. 522-FZ, which established the concept of "financing extremist activities," the expansion of Rosfinmonitor-
ings authority to obtain data through the National Payment Card System and the Security Bank System, as well as the
new customer identification rules aimed at combating "drop cards." The authors conclude that the key trend in the de-
velopment of anti-terrorism activities is the transition from a post-criminal response system to a proactive prevention
of terrorist financing at the stage of crime preparation.
