Abstract: The article discusses the classification of jewelry and costume jewelry according to the Customs Code of the
EAEU. The relevance of this article is due to the fact that when classifying goods according to the Customs Code of the
EAEU, the interests of the declarant and customs authorities quite often clash. This is especially true for goods of
groups 71 and 95 - "jewelry" and "costume jewelry". The need to accurately determine the code of goods of group 71
is associated with higher import customs duty rates compared to goods of group 95. The reliability of the classification
of goods is important in ensuring the economic security of the state. Since, in some cases, under the guise of costume
jewelry, they try to import precious metal products into the customs territory of Russia, hiding the true value of jewel-
ry, reducing the amount of customs payments. In others, jewelry is smuggled in. In both cases, revenues received in
the form of customs payments to the federal budget are reduced.
