Abstract: The presented research is devoted to the study of the impact of sanctions measures by Western countries on
the state of the Russian economy and the level of economic security of the country. This scientific paper presents rec-
ommendations on countering restrictive measures, as well as the concept of "sanctions" is considered and analyzed.
The dynamics of the unemployment rate in recent years, as well as the price level in the country, have been studied.
The most significant restrictive measures by Western countries against Russia are highlighted, as well as their quantita-
tive indicator in comparison with other countries. Changes in the indicators of the extractive industry are analyzed. The
weaknesses of the domestic economy are identified and ways to stabilize its position are proposed. The problem of low
monetization has been studied, and the need for the transition of financial settlements with foreign countries from for-
eign currencies to the Russian ruble has been identified.

Abstract: The article analyzes the factors that stimulate conscious consumption in Russia as part of the implementation
of the sustainable development strategy. In particular, the concept of sustainable development is considered as a glob-
al environmental/economic trend at the macro level, and the concept of joint consumption as a model of individual be-
havior at the micro level to ensure the sustainability of the Russian economy. It is substantiated that at the state level,
the development of a circular economy and the introduction of the concept of conscious consumption can be imple-
mented through specific formal mechanisms, such as the formation of a public agenda, the setting of goals and indica-
tors of "sustainable development", the introduction of Pigouvian taxation, the introduction of emission quotas, a direct
legislative ban for unsustainable activities. As a result of the analysis, factors are identified that stimulate and discour-
age the transition to a model of conscious consumption in Russia: culture, traditions, trust. Based on the analysis, it is
concluded that it is impossible to effectively implement the sustainable development strategy without the state initiat-
ing public reforms.
